Kappa Kappa Psi 2001 National Convention

Updated Committee Information
The National Council and the Board of Trustees want to provide each of you with a more meaningful experience during the National Convention.   Each of the delegates will be assigned to a committee.  Members who are not delegates are free to select a committee and attend those meetings.  

We plan to alter the shape and function of several of the committees this convention.  What we plan to do is re-format several committees to be strategically oriented discussion groups.   However, other committees will remain traditionally operated - Nominations, Ways and Means, Student Advisory and Jurisdiction. 

The following committees will be strategically oriented:


Committee on Colonization and Membership: this would be split into 2 committees (one on colonization and one on membership). 

The Strategic Committee on Colonization would be responsible for discussing issue related to colonization such as recruiting new colonies, selecting of advising chapters and advisors, the current colonization process (does anything need to be adjusted?) and post-colonization issues. 

The Strategic Committee on Membership would be responsible for issues related to the MEP such as recruitment (we have new tools), teaching information, post-initiate training. Also, this committee would strategically discuss retention issues. 


Committee on Programs: the Strategic Committee on Programs would be responsible for discussing a variety of issues ranging from college band service, leadership development, the scholarship, awards, and improving the NIB. 

Committee on Publications: the Strategic Committee on Publications would be responsible for discussing issues related to The Podium, NewsNotes and webpage. 

Committee on History and Traditions: the Strategic Committee on History and Traditions would be responsible for discussing current fraternal traditions and evaluating which should be retained and which should be adjusted or discontinued. Also this committee would discuss how fraternal history relates to c
apter operations. 

Committee on Ritual and Regalia: changed to the Strategic Committee on Ritual and Regalia. Responsible for discussing Ritual presentation ideas, the lessons of the Ritual and applying these lessons to everyday life. Also, how do we get these lessons to all of the members? 

Committee on Credentials and Resolutions: will be eliminated and their responsibilities given elsewhere. The credentials portion can be accomplished by an individual with a computer. The President will appoint someone to follow up on all credentials. The resolutions portion will be given to the National Student Advisory Committee so that any pertinent resolutions can be brought to the National Chapter's attention by the district officers on this committee. 

How will these committees function?  Instead of including specific charges and recommendations in their report, the strategic committees will report the content and recommendations of their strategic planning sessions. Then the next National Council will incorporate these discussions into their strategic planning sessions to steer the Fraternity accordingly. The leadership of this Fraternity is committed to ensuring that the students, through these strategic committees, be a part of the fraternity’s strategic planning. Thus, the reports of these committees become an essential part of the Fraternity’s overall strategic planning process.  However, these committees will be open to any student proposals.  Students may bring any proposal to the national convention and have them heard.

These changes have been announced at District Conventions.
When YOUR chapter submits their Delegate Registration Form, be sure to select from this list of committees: Committee on Nominations, Ways and Means Committee, Committee on Jurisdiction, Strategic Committee on Colonization, Strategic Committee on Membership, Strategic Committee on Programs, Strategic Committee on Publications, Strategic Committee on History and Traditions, and Strategic Committee on Ritual and Regalia.  The Student Advisory Committee membership consists of all District Officers.
