Probationary Member Requirements


Wear your pledge pin at all times (within reason, of course)!  Becoming a member of Kappa Kappa Psi is an honor you should be proud of.  Not wearing the pin is a sign of disrespect to the fraternity and voids the hazing policy (jk!).  But seriously… wear the pin!

Learn the stuff we teach you!  You will not be given a formal test, but we will be giving you informal quizzes, asking questions, and ending the education process with a trivia game. You will be expected to know the answers to the questions we ask.  Be an active learner in the education process, and take the time to get to know the fraternity you are becoming a part of!

You each have a Big Brother.  You may not realize it, but they will be important in your journey to become a Brother yourself.  Get to know them, and spend time with them.  They can be anything from a mentor, resource, or just a good friend.  You are required to meet with them three times outside of normal functions (such as rehearsal, meetings, or chapter functions), but by all means do not limit yourself to three.

You must conduct an interview of each active member.  These interviews will take place during a meeting for everyone’s convenience.  Use this time to really get to know your other active Brothers.  Your questions and answers will be typed and turned in to the Vice President before Third Degree.  

You will need to trace back your family history as far back as possible.  Your Big will be able to help you with this.  You will need to type this up and turn it in to the Vice President before Third Degree.

It is tradition to make a paddle for you Big.  This will be given to them at Third Degree.  We will provide you with more information and examples later.

Dr. Galyen is our chapter sponsor.  You are required to meet with him once to discuss Kappa Kappa Psi.  This can be done individually or as a group.  In the past, a group dinner has been a popular and enjoyable choice.

You will be required to complete a group service project.  You will be given more details later.

Once you are initiated, you will be expected to pay dues and attend meetings.  You take on the full responsibility of an active Brother!
