Excerpt from Petitioning Document for the chapters:

When director Roger Cichy suggested in November of 1992 that chapters of Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma be formed at ISU, the idea was met with interest from about two dozen member of the ISUCF’V’MB.  By the end of the semester, the colonies had been formed.

During the spring semester of 1993, the groups’ main service project was helping with the Cyclone Honor Bands, an annual spring gathering of many of Iowa’s most talented high school band members.  As a fund-raiser, the two groups sold refreshments to the students during their breaks and after rehearsals.


On May 30th 1993, the colonies and the band suffered the loss of Nikki Sosalla, drum major and Tau Beta Sigma vice-president.  She was a friend and as inspiration to many, and we all miss her sorely.


During that summer, all members who were able to be in Ames help with a car wash to raise money for the fall semester.  In August, Gordon Roberts and Marci Heins attended the 1993 national convention.


As band activity resumed in the fall, the colonies organized the band picnic, held after the first weekend of rehearsals for the marching band each year.  A picnic was created for the 265-member band, which was followed by a volleyball tournament, won that year by two ranks of saxophones.


During that fall semester, work continued toward initiation of the future chapter with a visit from ISU’s advising chapters from Kansas University, on the weekend of the ISU-Kansas football game.  This visit included the first ritual, as well as social activities to help everyone get acquainted.


Service projects during the fall semester included providing refreshment for the visiting Kansas State band and the Iowa Sate Alumni band during the games at which they performed.  On parents’ weekend, cookies and pop were provided after the game for band members and their parents.
