Kappa Delta’s Membership Education Plan: 

After 1st degree the PM’s and VPM set up a time where they can meet once a week to have their weekly classes.  Each week the PM’s learn something new about our chapter as well as the Fraternity. Each class is laid out in the syllabus below. 

Each week is taught by a different committee of our chapter, so there is always a variety of teaching techniques. Each semester is a tad different depending on which committee teaches which keeps things interesting for us actives as well. 

At each class the PM’s take a quiz over the previous week’s material. At the end of the 7 week process they take a final over everything that was covered. 

PM’s are issued a binder by their big brother. In the binder they are given handouts about our chapter, the university ensembles, interviews, and the guide to membership. The binders are a fun gift for the big brothers to decorate and give to their little brothers. This is also a convenient way for the PM’s to carry their information and have everything organized, ready for class.  All of our handouts are attached below.  

Throughout the process our PM’s are required to interview all of the active members as well as their other classmates. This is a fun way for everyone to get to know each other a little better. After each interview the active must sign the PM’s interview sheet. They also will go through the PM’s class material from their weekly classes and review the material.  At the end of their review they initial the interview sheet to show that they helped the PM review. The interview sheet and information about how our interviews are conducted are listed below. 

The PM’s are required to create and hold a Brotherhood event for the chapter. This is a fun night they get to create on their own. In the past we have had an interactive videogame night, bbq’s, improve night, mystery night, and so many more. They can also create a service night if they think of a project the chapter can do. 

A slideshow is also created to document their process that they show the actives during “Big Brother Week” or the week of 3rd degree.  This week is a where the PM’s get to show appreciation to their Big Brother by decorating their locker or giving them cards. They also hold a big brother breakfast to show their appreciation.

History of the Bands at Northwest Missouri State University

Bearcat Marching Band

	Around 1950, John L. Smay developed the first “Marching Band” at Northwest Missouri State College.  This early band was the predecessor of the modern Bearcat Marching Band.  This band did little more than play on the sidelines at the home football games.  It was not until 1954 that Smay’s band played on the field.  Immediately following Smay as band director was Earle Moss in 1955.  Moss evolved the band to march drill and perform a show more like audiences are familiar with today.  Membership and interest in the marching band was still limited through the 1950s.
	In 1960, Ward Rounds became director of this marching band.  Rounds took over a band of 35 members and slowly began to build a program.  The marching band hosted a competition at Northwest, which included a parade, a mass half-time show, and a field competition.  The marching band played at all of the home football games, as well as traveling to every school in the conference to play at away games.  By 1966, the marching band had approximately 140 wind players.
	In 1968, Lance Boyd became the director of the marching band and held the position for one year.  It was then that the marching band became known as The Bearcat Marching Band or “BMB.”
	In 1969, Wards Rounds returned and held the position until 1972 when Dr. Henry “Skip” Howey replaced him.  The late 1970’s was a rocky time for the BMB as it had five directors in the period of six years.  These directors were Harold Jackson (1976-1977), Dr. Ernest Woodruff (1977-1978), Terry Milligan (1978-1979), and Dr. Guy D’Aurelio (1979-1981).
	Mr. Alfred E. Sergel III was the Director of Bands at Northwest from 1981 until 2004.  During the 1980’s, the BMB began to set forth its proud tradition.  The quality of the band began to increase steadily along with the numbers and interst.  Carl A. Kling took over the Director of Bands position from 2004-2010.  Today, Dr. Doug Overmier serves as Director of Bands.
	The BMB has been selected to perform several times at the Kansas City Chiefs games.  In December of 1998, 19999, 2005, 2006, 2007, 2008, and 2009, the BMB traveled to Florence, Alabama for the Division II National Championship game.  The band received much praise from the athletic department for their season-long support of the football team.
	The BMB also travelled overseas to London, England to march in the New Year’s Day Parade in January of 2008.  The band played for over two million people along the 2-mile parade route and was broadcast worldwide.  The trip gave members a once in a lifetime chance to explore other parts of the world which they will never forget.
	The band enjoys the success of a steady rise in caliber throughout the years because of its exceptional leadership and musicianship.  The BMB is affectionately referred to as the “Musical Pride of Northwest.”  The Bearcat Marching Band carries on its strong traditions of quality musicianship and excellence today.

Symphonic Band

	The Northwest Symphonic Band is offered in the spring semester and is open to anyone who wishes to participate.  The band meets for two and a half hours a week and plays a wide repertoire.  Music majors have been known to use this ensemble as an opportunity to play a secondary instrument, while non-majors use this ensemble as an opportunity to have fun.

Wind Symphony

	The Northwest Wind Ensemble was formed in 1984 and became a university ensemble in 1985 under the direction of Mr. Alfred E. Sergel III.  The wind ensemble concept was to create a smaller instrumentation with little doubling of parts.  The group has increase in size from 32 to approximately 60 members and thus changed the name to the Northwest Wind Symphony to represent fuller orchestration.  While the smaller instrumentation can still be utilized, the full instrumentation allows the group to perform all the major works in the band repertoire.
	In the fall of 1989, the Wind Symphony, with support from the Culture of Quality, commissioned a work for band and electric tape.  “Dragonfly Sitting,” composed by Monica Bachmann, premiered in November of 1989.
	In 1992, the Wind Symphony began to perform four major campus concerts during the academic year.  This allowed the group to expand the variety and depth of its musical repertoire.  The group presented a special concert for the 25th Anniversary of the Nodaway Arts council and performed the first annual High School Band Invitational Concert Series.
	In November of 1997, the Wind Symphony recorded Stephen Melillo’s “Winds and Percussion in Motion” CD.  Melilllo asked the group to record this and picked the Wind Symphony over many other offers from around the country.  This CD of Melillo’s “marching band” music has been distributed to over 22,000 band directors around the United States.
	During Carl A. Kling’s time as Director of Bands (2004-2010), the Wind Symphony performed at Four-State Honor Festival, Nebraska Music Educators Conference, Gala Concert for London’s New Year’s Day Parade 2008, and Inauguration of Northwest President John Jasinski in October 2009.  This group commissioned a work titled, “Inauguration Fanfare” composed by Dr. Ernest Kramer, a faculty member of the Northwest Music department, for President Jasinski’s inauguration.
	Currently, the Wind Symphony is conducted by Dr. Doug Overmier and rehearses two and a half hours a week to prepare for concerts, tours, and special performances.  Musicians must audition for the opportunity to play in the ensemble.  The Northwest Wind Symphony is active in both semesters each year and represents the highest musical standard of performance in the instrumental area.






Bell Tower Brass

	The Bell Tower Brass (renamed from the Northwest Brass Quintet) is a small ensemble made up of selected students.  This group rehearses weekly and performs the standard brass literature.  Music is selected from the Baroque and Renaissance eras through the modern music of today.  This group often performs at Northwest graduations and the Yuletide Feaste.


Pep Band

	The Northwest Pep Band in an auditioned basketball pep band.  Typically directed by the Graduate Assistant, this group plays at all of the Northwest men’s and women’s home basketball games and often gets to travel with the basketball teams to the MIAA Tournament held in Kansas City, MO.  Not only does the band keep the crown cheering, it also provides support and encouragement for the teams.  The band consists of approximately twenty members on payroll.

Northwest Studio Jazz

	The Studio Jazz Band is an ensemble consisting of approximately twenty members who enjoy performing jazz music.  It is not usually an auditioned group, but individuals may audition for parts.  The group features both music majors and non-music majors, and rehearses two hours a week.  The ensemble performs two concerts a semester and is active year round.

Northwest Jazz Ensemble

	The Northwest Jazz Ensemble is an ensemble consisting of approximately twenty members who are dedicated to the preservation of the Big Band sound.  The music is drawn from the Big Band literature of the twenties through the music of the present.  This is an auditioned group and features music majors and non-music majors.  The ensemble rehearses three hours a week and has a long tradition of excellence.
	The Jazz Ensemble has performed with such notables as Jamie Abersold, Roger Pemberton, Buddy Baker, Frank Kimbrough, Bill Porter, Clark Terry, Slide Hampton, Gary Foster, Jeff Helmer, Sim Flora, Kathy Kozins, Kathleen Holeman, Joe Parisi, and Doug Talley.  The Jazz Ensemble presents a Jazz Festival each March for area high school students.
	The Jazz Ensemble plays at the Green and White Day in the Fall Semester for Admissions.  The Jazz Ensemble has also hosted a Big Band Dance Fundraising Event.  They were invited to play for the Red Hat Ladies Society of London for New Year’s Eve in 2007.
	The Jazz Ensemble is currently under the direction of Dr. Richardson.  The Northwest Jazz Ensemble features a high standard of musical performance and accuracy.
