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What Is A National Convention Chapter Delegate Grant?

The National Convention Chapter Delegate Grant covers the registration costs associated with the Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma National Convention for up to four selected Kappa Kappa Psi and/or Tau Beta Sigma delegates.  Established at the 1997 National Convention in Scottsdale, AZ, each recipient's registration cost will be paid directly by the National Alumni Association to the National Headquarters.

Applications should be sent to the National Headquarters of Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma, P.O. Box 849, Stillwater, OK 74076-0849.  All applicants will be notified by June 1st.  Make sure the address and phone number for the contact person on the application is valid as of June 1st.  If your chapter has not received notification by June 1st, please contact the NAA Board Secretary.

Note that the deadline for National Convention registration changes each biennium.  Applicants for this grant must still adhere to all publicized National Convention registration deadlines and cancellation policies.  The National Alumni Association is not responsible for any late charges incurred by any grant recipients.
