INTRODUCTION


Every year, the North Central District of Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma gathers a collection of minds and personalities from around the district to share knowledge, set policy, and contribute to the brotherhood and sisterhood of our organizations.  It is a time when each chapter can have their say, and make themselves and their school known to their brothers and sisters.  It is through this pooling of resources that all the chapters can benefit and thrive.  Each convention is also a time for the host school to showcase their chapters and their campus, and to prove the dedication and efficiency of those chapters to the rest of the district.  Those chapters must be willing to put forth the months of planning, effort, and cooperation between its member and the district officers to ensure that the event goes as smoothly as possible.  Those chapters must have the foresight to both plan for the event and plan for any drawbacks that may occur along the way.  The Gamma Pi chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi and the Beta Sigma chapter of Tau Beta Sigma, both of Purdue University, would appreciate the opportunity to be those chapters.  We hereby announce our bid to host the 2004 North Central District Convention.

Gamma Pi and Beta Sigma do not make this convention bid lightly.  Both of these chapters have cooperated and prepared this proposal to the best of our ability.  The two most appropriate questions that must be answered about a school’s bid are, “Where and when are the events going to be held?” and “About how much is it going to cost?”  We can readily supply approximate solutions to both of these inquiries.  Our proposed site for the convention is the University Inn and Cumberland Place Exhibition Center.  These facilities are well equipped to handle a convention the size of a typical NCD gathering.  The University Inn is a 172-room hotel in West Lafayette, about one mile from Purdue campus.  It features several meeting rooms, the amenities of a full-scale luxury hotel, and easy access to shopping and food.  The Holiday Inn Select, located ten minutes away, will be used as an overflow site.  It is a 100-room hotel.

We believe that the best possible way to manage a convention’s schedule is to hold all the associated activities at one location.  This would save the attendees the hassle of shuttling back and forth between a hotel and a convention space.  This is another benefit of a convention at University Inn.  The adjacent Cumberland Place Exhibition Center opened in 2001.  It features 26,000 square feet of floor space on the main level, a large reception and registration area, and 6,500 square feet of meeting room space on the mezzanine level.  In-house audio/video resources and an experienced staff are readily available.  It is an ideal location for holding an event of the NCD Convention’s size and stature.  The best possible weekend for next year’s NCD Convention would be April 4th.  This is late enough in the year for people who want to get bids together to be able to put forth their best effort.  It is also late enough that most chapters whose schools are participating in the NCAA basketball tournaments do not feel pressured into choosing between participation in the NCD Convention and supporting their teams in a pep band.

Gamma Pi and Beta Sigma have worked very hard to put together this proposal.  We both fulfill the requirements to host a district convention, and are willing to put forth the effort to make the 2004 convention run as smoothly as possible.  We believe that we can make the 2004 North Central District Convention one of the best to date.  Thank you for considering us in this bid.

# AND OCCUPANCY OF ROOMS AVAILABLE

The University Inn has 172 guest rooms, of which we have 100 blocked out, with an estimated 30 to 40 more available if deposits are paid.  The Holiday Inn Select possesses 142 guest rooms, of which we have another 100 blocked out, pending deposit.  University Inn has agreed to give us one complimentary guest room per 40 rooms reserved per night.

RESERVATION PROCEDURE

Registration for convention will be available starting 1:00 pm on Friday in the lobby of the University Inn and will last as late as 10:00 pm if need be.  Hotel registration will take place during the same time period, and the number of rooms required should be known at least 30 days before convention.

AMENITIES AVAILABLE FROM HOTEL

The University Inn boasts the Garden Café Restaurant, the Tailgate Lounge, indoor and outdoor pools, free parking, an indoor whirlpool, an exercise room, guest laundry, and an atrium overlooking the pool.  The rooms feature electronic locks, an ironing board, hairdryer, telephones with data port, voice-mail room, complimentary morning coffee, and complementary continental breakfast.  

The Holiday Inn Select, which was built in 2002, also possesses an indoor pool, a business center, the Sarge Oak Restaurant, the 8 West Lounge, dry cleaning/laundry, safety deposit boxes, copying service, e-mail and internet service, full business center, and onsite parking.

HOTEL SECURITY POLICY

The hotel has agreed to supply a security officer for the entire length of the convention.  The officer will be available at all times if needed.

ENTERTAINMENT

BANQUET FACILITIES

Dietary preference option are available in the menu.  We will use the Grand Hall in the Cumberland Place Exhibition Center for the banquet.  It has the ability to hold 800 people banquet style, which should be more than enough room.

KADENZA AND PODIUM DEADLINES MET PAST YEAR

Beta Sigma has met all Kadenza and Podium deadlines within the past year.  It is good to note that we are the current publishers of the Kadenza, and we work very hard as a chapter to put out quality issues both in hard copy and on the web.  Gamma Pi has also met all Kadenza and Podium deadlines within the past year.

INTERVALS OF REGULAR AND JOINT MEETINGS

Both the Beta Sigma Chapter of Tau Beta Sigma and the Gamma Pi Chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi hold meetings on a weekly basis, and often times more than once per week.  Beta Sigma generally meets at 6:00 pm on Sundays.  Gamma Pi usually meets on Sundays at 5:00 pm, with a Tuesday meeting once a month.  Joint meetings are held on the committee and chapter levels when they are needed.  The chapter presidents meet with their respective sponsors as close to once per week as they are able, and we make sure to have an event or two at our advisors’ house at least once a semester.

PRIOR EXPERIENCE IN HOSTING LARGE SCALE OR DISTRICT EVENTS

Purdue University hosted the Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma National Convention in 1993.  It was the last time the National Convention was hosted on a member campus.  We have also previously hosted NCD District Conventions in 1968, 1977, and 1982. 

FUTURE PROJECTS AND FINANCES


Beta Sigma currently is planning a service project to repaint our clothing office, which is long overdue.  We are also looking into purchasing a new message board for the department, which is an important asset in relaying information.  We are ushering for all department concerts, giving Easter baskets to needy children, and cleaning our lounge.  We also plan to rebuild the Kloset, which is a storage room we use to sell needed equipment.  Further in the future, we plan to fix the department podiums, work with girl scouts to get their music badges, acquire a new cover for our grand piano, clean up the Slayter Hill rehearsal area, and other smaller tasks.


Gamma Pi is currently working on a large project to restore and expand our chapter archives.  This will involve many months of sorting through and organizing the various clutter that we have accumulated in our chapter’s history.  We are also working with the band department to take care of the many small needs that an organization of our size and charter is best equipped to handle.


Beta Sigma involves itself with several fundraisers over the course of a year.  The main one is the Kloset, a small music-supply shop within Elliott Hall of Music.  Through it, we sell supplies that vary from resin for string instrumentalists to valve oil for brass players to flip folders and gloves for marchers.  In 2002 we made almost $3000 profit from the Kloset.  We also sell “Finals Paks” for Purdue Band students during finals week.  These consist of goodies that students can appreciate while cramming for exams.  “Finals Paks” pulled in around $700 in 2002.  This income helps fund service projects like our clothing office project, and Bandinage.  Our chapter currently has $800 budgeted towards future service projects, out of a current chapter balance of $2719.


Through hard work and ingenuity, Gamma Pi has become one of the most well-financed chapters in the district.  We sell merchandise for ourselves and for Purdue Bands before every home football game as a combination service project and fundraiser.  For the last three years, this has made us between $2000 and $4000 dollars per year.  This money is crucial in funding large-scale service projects, such as when we painted and refurbished the main band room in Elliott Hall of Music in 2000-2001.  We also help clean up around Ross-Ade Stadium after every home football game.  This brings in between $1000 and $2000 every year.  We have also spent time stuffing ads into Purdue’s student newspaper, “The Exponent”.  One of our more visual fundraisers to other chapters is the merchandise we sell at district convention every year.  Our (soon to be discontinued) PANK t-shirts are recognizable from miles away, while our more subtle styles and colors can be spotted at block meetings and around the North Central District and the nation.  Currently, we have around $1000 budgeted towards the archives restoration project and other service-related items, out of a total chapter fund of $4843.

Section III – Activities

Our first activity of the semester was our annual freshman luncheon.  This is now the second year we have done this event and it has shown to be a huge success.  We provide a luncheon for all of the freshman and their families after their auditions on the Monday before band camp.  

At the end of band camp we sponsored a “Welcome Back Bash” along with our brother chapter Gamma Pi.  We provided punch and dancing for the band and it was a great way for freshman to meet new people as well as for returning members to catch up with old friends.

This year we tried a new fundraiser during band camp week where we made “Survival Paks.”  These are similar to our “Finals Paks” that we do at the end of the semester, but these are filled with all sorts of goodies that would help a freshman or an upper classman survive the upcoming semester.  

This semester we also did 6 rush functions which kept us busy and on our toes.  Our first rush function took place on September 3rd, and was a joint hosted ice cream social with our brothers of Gamma Pi.  We have made this an annual joint function and we do it as the first of the semester to let candidates learn about both chapters and their personalities.  On September 25th, we had a Cookie Decorating rush function where we made cookies and supplied anything and everything possible to decorate them with.  On October 3rd we did another joint rush function with our brothers.  This time we tried to burn off the ice cream from our last joint function and played some ultimate Frisbee.  The sisters lost by unmentionable points, but everyone had a great time and at the end it turned into an “attack the brothers” ultimate Frisbee.  On October 16th we did our annual tie dying rush function, and our last function before our mock meeting was our Halloween Party.  We gave prizes and played pin the nose on the pumpkin, musical chairs and even had a cake walk.

Although rush functions kept us busy this semester, we also partook in a variety of other activities.  We did a large service project in November where we made Cello cabinets for the orchestra.  We constructed 11 cabinets which included a cubby hole for the cello as well as a place to store their book bags.  We cut the wood, stained it and assembled the cabinets.  This made 11 cabinets for use in the string storage room.  We also started working on a joint project with our brothers.  We are going to be moving the band lounge, but not just moving it.  We are designing an entire new one.  It will have new furniture, new cabinets, a work station for bandsmen and more.  Together we worked on designing what we wanted and this next semester we will work on moving it.  It should be a long, large project, but we’re looking forward to working with our brothers and building chapter relations. 

Our fundraisers this year consisted of “Hugs and Kisses” which were packages of Hershey’s Hugs and Kisses that we sold to people in the band and they could attach any message they liked.  We did penny wars which included all of the bands and rose over $130 which is donated to the winning group’s charity of choice.  This year the Alto Saxophones won and they chose to donate their money to the Lafayette Animal Shelter. We are currently making blankets to sell at convention and to the bands here at Purdue.  They are fleece blankets and we sew a boarder with yarn around the edges.  Then we attach the letters TBS, KKY or anything else to the blanket to make it more personal.

A community project that we did this semester was our canned food drive which we are donating to a local shelter.  We took canned food donations for 3 weeks and gathered several hundred cans to donate for the holiday season. 

All in all we had a great semester.  We had wonderful new ideas and saw a lot of potential and leadership arise from our newly activated members.  We enjoyed spending time at a cookout with our advisor and met with each of our sponsors for dinner.  We are looking forward to what the new semester will bring us and are looking forward to initiating more quality leaders into Tau Beta Sigma.  .

Gamma Pi New Projects:

Archive Preservation – 


Gamma Pi has begun making an intensive effort to organize and preserve our archives and pictures.  Old minutes are being scanned and placed online for viewing, and albums and scrapbooks are being renovated as well as completed.  Hopefully the new archives will be more accessible and members will have a better opportunity to view their contents to see what great history our chapter has first hand.

Gamma Pi New Joint Projects:

Band Lounge Relocation –


Gamma Pi and Beta Sigma have been the long time maintainers of the Band Lounge.  However with construction that will be starting soon on making the restrooms in the basement of Elliott handicapped accessible, we will be losing our current location and moving to a new room.  As such we have began in planning on how to design the room and what we would like to do to make the lounge a very professional looking place for scholarship interviews as well as a welcoming environment for studying and relaxing.  The new room will display chapter and band accomplishments, as well as having several tables to study at, and couches and chairs to relax.  More to come…

Gamma Pi Ongoing Projects:

Band Camp Cookout – 


This event was held the Wednesday of band camp.  The brothers of Gamma Pi cooked out hamburgers, and provided chips and bottles of water to the members of the marching band all for $1.00.  This provided a very cheap lunch for the bands that was a welcome alternative to dorm food, as well as saving time for them by providing the lunch at the drill field.

Movie Night – 


The University Bands were invited to watch movies in Elliott Hall on the new video and sound equipment in ELLT Room 15.  This year was a great improvement from the quality of the previous projector used on these events.

Past-project Touchups – 


The brothers of Gamma Pi met on a Saturday, and touched up the work done for many of our previous projects to help keep them looking nice.  The kick plates in Elliott Room 15 were repainted to cover scratches they received from general wear over the 2 years.  We also made similar touchups to the work done for our Hallway Beautification Project last semester around doorframes and corners where they’ve received scratches, etc.  As part of this project we added work to our schedule and sanded, stained, and added polyurethane to the department’s music folder cabinets.

Alumni Arrow – 

We’ve continued our publication of our Alumni Arrow to keep our alumni informed of our activities and to promote communication among all of us as Brothers in Band Service.

Slayter Sales –


As the marching band plays its pregame concert at Slayter Center, the non-marching brothers of Gamma Pi spend the morning selling both Purdue Band’s merchandise and merchandise created by Gamma Pi to the tailgating fans.  We also sell chances to direct the marching band in “Hail Purdue.”  This is a strong fundraiser for both us and the Band Department.

Stadium Cleanup – 

Every Sunday following a home game, the brothers of Gamma Pi awaken early and help to cleanup our stadium.  This is both a great fundraiser for us, as well as a service to the University in cleaning up our campus.

Gamma Pi Ongoing Joint Projects:

Summer Picnic – 


This joint picnic was held at the home of our Advisor, Gamma Pi Alumnus Don Daniel, during July.  Many brothers and sisters came back to Lafayette for the event.  We played Frisbee, Football, Lawn Dart Golf, and enjoyed cooking out hamburgers and hotdogs long into the evening.  Then we spent most of the evening around a fire catching up on what everyone has been up to for the summer.  This event is definitely a strong Brotherhood-Sisterhood building event.

Freshman Mixer –


This event was held the Monday of band camp week to welcome the new members of the marching band.  It was held after their music auditions and allowed an opportunity for them to meet some older members of the bands and to ask any questions they may have about the week, and to relax after their first music audition at the college level.

Welcome Back Bash –


This event was held the Saturday of band camp week, and was open to all of the University Bands.  The “dance” included a DJ, and lemonade or water as well as chips, pretzels, and other similar items.  The event allows the bands one last chance to relax and mingle before the hectic fall semester goes into full swing.

Fall Picnic –


This event was held the second Sunday of the fall semester.  This event has the brothers of Gamma Pi and the sisters of Beta Sigma cooking out on Slayter Hill, and providing a free dinner to any members that wish to come.  (The dorms don’t provide dinner on Sundays, and it’s an excellent opportunity for them to get a free meal.)  Many people played Frisbee and Football on the hill as well.

% OF SOCIAL AND SERVICE ACTIVITIES DONE JOINTLY

Gamma Pi and Beta Sigma work hard together to ensure that Purdue University Bands is well equipped and that the students in the department are given ample opportunities for recreation as well.  The two chapters work together on a welcome back dance every fall that attracts many of the marching band members.  We also put on a picnic for the department at the end of band camp.  Both chapters work together to put out Bandinage, which is a fairly lengthy publication handed out to the entire marching band on road trips, and is quite amusing.  In 1996 we painted both rehearsal rooms as well.  In the spring, it is not uncommon for Beta Sigma and Gamma Pi to throw a band formal, to which everyone in the department is invited to attend.  We will be having one this year, after a less formal Casino themed dance last year.  It is safe to assume that around 25% of the social and service activities are done jointly.

PREVIOUS AWARDS AND HONORS

The Beta Sigma chapter has been a recipient of several awards, including Chapter Participation Awards in 1972, 74, 76, and 78, the Counselor’s Cup in 1978, 80, 82, and 96, the Top Ten Chapter Award in 1971, 73, 75, 79, 81, 83, and 85, We were name the top chapter in the nation in 1977.  We received the chapter distance award in 1973 and 1975, and we were awarded the Outstanding Service Project Award in 1988 and 1990.
