Did you know that 6 out of 24 of our
NED chapters regularly do not have
fall intake processes? Whether man-
dated by the university or by their
own decision, Eta Alpha, Eta Gamma,
Eta Delta, Epsilon Rho, Epsilon
Sigma, and Epsilon Omega do not
take fall Membership Candidates at
all. For those of you who do take fall
MCs, I urge you to consider the possi-
bilities of what the pros and cons may
be for this style. Furthermore, an-
other 3 of our chapters have opted to
not have an intake process for just
this fall
Coming from a chapter that always
has larger fall classes, it always
amazes me to find out how diverse our
chapters are. So if 9 chapters are not
bringing in fall candidates, who is?
The NED currently has 82 Member-
ship Candidates and 9 colonists- a
total of 91 prospective new members
for this semester (as of October 17,
2008). The Southern Precinct has 18
candidates and 9 colonists, the Cen-
tral Precinct has 31 candidates, and
the Northern Precinct has 33 candi-
dates.

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The Golden Typewriter Award

What is the Golden Typewriter
Award?

Each year at the NED District Con-
vention the Golden Typewriter Award
is awarded by the Northeast District
Secretary and the Programs Commit-
tee to a chapter that has shown amaz-
ing inter-chapter communication
throughout the year. This award is
based on the quality of your corre-
spondence not the quantity so make
sure you are creative and put time
and effort into everything you send
out. Inter-chapter travel and event
attendance will also be taken into con-
sideration. So get out there and visit

each other!

What are the criteria for this
award?

e All written communication by

your chapter to other chapters should

be arranged in a 3-ring binder.

® Inter-chapter correspondence in-
cludes letters, cards, newsletters, as
well as relevant emails, IMs, Face-
book messages, etc. Make sure to re-
member to make copies and print eve-

rything out!

® Include a list of all the chapters
your chapter has visited and has been

visited by.

® Include a list of all the chapters
your chapter has had close correspon-

dence with this year.

e Include a one page summary of
how correspondence efforts have been
throughout the year. Talk about ef-
forts made from you as well as your
chapter as a whole. For example —
discuss how many Sisters in your
chapter t he

ar e on

and how well communication with

your assigned pen pal chapter went.

® Your name, your chapter name,
and your school should be clearly visi-
ble on the outside of the binder.

® The binder should be functional,
neat, and organized. The communica-
tion arrangement can be whatever

works the best for you.

AND BE CREATIVE!!

Chapters interested in applying for
this award need to submit a binder at
the start of the Tau Beta Sigma Sepa-

Sisters of the Northeast District,

It has been a tradition for the TBS
NED Secretary to assign pen pal
chapters. The pen pal system is set
up to allow your chapter to communi-
cate with another chapter in the
Northeast District that you may not
have had the opportunity to get to
know before.

I was charged by the Sisterhood and
Spirit committee at the 2008 North-
east District Convention to improve
relations between chapters that are
farther away from one another; there-
fore, I picked pen pal chapters based
on distance from one another.

I have seen the pen pal communica-
tion work in two different ways as
listed below. You do not need to fol-
low one of these methods. Feel free to
think outside of the box.

One way is the (corresponding) secre-
taries from each pen pal chapter com-
municate with each other on behalf of
their chapter. Each secretary will
relay information and discussions
with the pen pal chapter back to his/
her chapter, in order for the entire
chapter to get to know the pen pal
chapter as well.

The other way is to match Sisters up
from your chapter to communicate
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with Sisters from the pen pal chapter.
With this method, there is more than
one Sister from each chapter commu-

nicating and getting to know the pen

pal chapter on a first hand basis.

I have been posting a topic of discus-
sion on the Secretaries listserv once a
month for each chapter to discuss
with their pen pal chapter. Providing
a topic of discussion is an easy way to
help ease the communication between
the chapters. You do not have to stick
with the topic.

I hope that every chapter is taking
advantage of this wonderful opportu-
nity to get to know another chapter of
the Elite District.

Why Having a Budget is Important

Hel |l o again
l'ieve it’s been a
article! This month I wanted to
briefly explain why it is so important
for each chapter to have a working
budget to work with, whether it is a
semester budget or a full year budget.
Having a budget is very beneficial if
you know how to use it effectively.
For instance, one problem that many
chapters have is that they just set a
budget for their officers. While this is

everyon

excellent, there should be more to go
on the budget besides just how much

financially sound your chapter is by
just looking at how much your officers
can spend on materials, and that is
one of the pluses to having a more
comprehensive budget. With this
kind of budget, you have the starting
balance, then an estimated fundrais-
ing goal to add to your balance, plus
any other random donations that you
might have giving you a total amount

of money that you plan on working

. with for the semester. From this to-
money an officer is allowed to spend in .
a given semester. You cannot see how

tal, you can subtract the officer budg-
ets, and any other materials that you
always buy such as graduation cords
and special service projects, and AL-
WAYS add a misc. expense buffer
amount (normally around $100) to
work with in case of emergency. Then
you will be left with an expected end-
ing balance. This balance will allow
you to see how much money is accessi-
ble should something unexpected
come up. Say you want to co-sponsor

a guest artist for your music depart-
ment, and then you would know ap-
proximately how much money you
have left in your account for this!
Then if you decide to spend the
money, add that line in your Excel
sheet as part of your Misc. Expenses
and you can keep track of what you
have left over! Working with Excel is
the best way to go about making this
type of budget and if you have any
questions, please feel free to email me!
