What is the Golden Typewriter Award? 

Each year at the NED District Convention the Golden Typewriter Award is awarded by the Northeast District Secretary and the Programs Committee to a chapter that has shown amazing interchapter communication throughout the year. This award is based on the quality of your correspondence not the quantity so make sure you are creative and put time and effort into everything you send out.  Interchapter travel and event attendance will also be taken into consideration. So get out there and visit each other! 

What are the criteria for this award?
· All written communication by your chapter to other chapters should be arranged in a 3-ring binder.

· Interchapter correspondence includes letters, cards, newsletters, as well as relevant emails, IMs, Facebook messages, etc.  Make sure to remember to make copies and print everything out!

· Include a list of all the chapters your chapter has visited and has been visited by.

· Include a list of all the chapters your chapter has had close correspondence with this year.
· Include a one page summary of how correspondence efforts have been throughout the year. Talk about efforts made from you as well as your chapter as a whole. For example – discuss how many Sisters in your chapter are on the various listserv’s and how well communication with your assigned pen pal chapter went. 

· Your name, your chapter name, and your school should be clearly visible on the outside of the binder. 

· The binder should be functional, neat, and organized. The communication arrangement can be whatever works the best for you.  

· Most importantly – HAVE FUN AND BE CREATIVE!! 
When do I submit the binder?
Chapters interested in applying for this award need to submit a binder at the start of the Tau Beta Sigma Separates Session at the 2009 Northeast District Convention.
