What’s the solution?  How can we help chapters before it’s too late?  What else do we need to do to get the message out? 

The answer is you.  You are here now. You are on the front lines. You can help to move the troubled chapters further beyond their troubles.  First, look at the traditions of your chapter? Are there potential hazing risks there?  Fix those.  Next, thoroughly examine your membership education program and activities.  Make sure all are documented and that potential hazing risks are eliminated.  

In the loss of Beta Delta this year it was a membership education activity that was their tradition which led to their downfall.  DO NOT LET THIS BE YOURS.  

When you are visiting chapters and obtaining knowledge of a potential hazing activity do something.  Discuss with them the possibly hazing risk if possible.  Report the potential hazing risk if warranted.  Do the right things to preserve the honor of Kappa Kappa Psi.  Your membership is worth it!!

I attended three (3) Area workshops this year.  In all instances, the host chapters were the largest amount of attendees there.  What happened to our support of the district at its activities?  These Areas are created to make it easier to interact with your District Officers, disseminate information regarding upcoming deadlines and events, and provide additional leadership education and training for our membership.  We need your support of these activities.

With the loss of Beta Delta at Sam Houston the District lost the District President, Chase Giddings who had been on the District Council for the past couple of years.  I have discussed the risks of hazing and hazing activities until I have been blue in the face.  It is time for us to move forward.  You are here.  You can change your chapter.  Please go home and do that.  The actions of one can influence and inspire others.  Be that one that inspires positive change for your chapter.

Now for the thanks,

Mr. Fred Velez, Wow what an inaugural year you’ve had.  I know that it was not easy to go through, but you made sure that the honor of the fraternity was preserved.

Andy Smith, thank you for your love and dedication to the District. You added a calming affect to the council this year. You are quietly wise and covertly witty. I wish the best of luck to you as you graduate and move on to greater things.  

Megan Polis, it’s been another great year for you on the council.  Your connections with brothers throughout the District truly bring us all closer together.  Thanks for reaching out to them and making all chapters feel that they are valuable to the District.

Jenn Larsen, thanks for your never ending desire to create fund raisers.  I wish the best of luck to you on the completion of your degree next year.  

Adrian Alonso, thanks for taking this job midstream.  You have been an awesome addition the council and a nice complement to our needs as well.  Best of luck to you as you complete your student teaching and graduate this semester!

2. Applications for the 2010-2011 standing committee will be due one month

prior to the date of the 2010 Chapter Leadership Conference. The committee

is to be made up of a Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma representative

from each of the district’s workshop areas.

3. The Kappa Kappa Psi Southwest District Vice-President and Tau Beta Sigma

Southwest District Vice-President of Special Projects are charged with being

actives liaison for the standing JACME to the district level.

4. The Kappa Kappa Psi Southwest District’s Governor and Tau Beta Sigma

Southwest District’s Counselor are ex-oficio members.
JACME charges that the reading band be developed to allow for the creation of the Southwest District Intercollegiate Band, and the following charge is given:

JACME charges both the Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma Southwest

District Presidents to make the reading band a priority by setting it at a time that is

not conflicting or concurrent with any other workshop or committee meetings.

The purpose of this charge is to allow for recruitment of the reading band to a

larger membership.
The 2010-2011 Southwest District JACME will continue plans to further attain the goal

of a Southwest District Intercollegiate Band.  

JACME charges the establishment of a “Service to Music Education Grant” from JACME funds. The grant proposal must include:

1. Application form

4. A letter of recommendation and signature from the Director of Bands and/or

Sponsor.
*All grant proposals will be due by the end of the first Joint Session.
*Grants must have final approval by Kappa Kappa Psi Southwest District Governor and

Tau Beta Sigma Southwest District Counselor.
*Additional requirements will include a follow-up article in any southwest district or

national publication.

*The amount of the grant will not exceed the amount of available JACME funds provided by the previous convention’s JACME fees.

The 2011 JACME “Service to Music Education Grant” application will be created and

distributed after this convention.
JACME recommends to the 2011 Jurisdiction committees to change wordings in their

respective constitutions to reflect the new standing committee membership.

Brothers of the Southwest,

The 2010 Committee on Colonization and Membership was charged with the following:

1.  Review 2009 Colonization and Membership report.

2. Assess the growth and application of the District Database, and discuss ways to continue its development.

3. Consider the effect of the prescribed efforts to aid colonies on the District level.

4. Discuss methods for developing membership retention efforts in the District.

The 2010 Spirit Committee was charged with the following:

3. Review and decide the award recipient for the Spirit of the Southwest Award, affectionately known as “The Cup”.
4. Review and decide the award recipient for the Outstanding Service to Music Education Award.

5. Consider revising the application process for the Outstanding Service to Music Education Award
To begin, the 2010 Spirit Committee reviewed the requirements for the Outstanding Service to Music Education Award.  The committee found that the award was open for sponsors and directors of bands to honor their chapters by nominating them for this award.  The committee felt that the application process was being properly handled, but we needed to find a way to get more participation.  
Appendix 1: Awards

· CURRENT: The Director of Bands or Chapter Sponsor shall use the attached guidelines to recommend their chapter for this award.  Chapters that are nominated shall have no prior knowledge of the nomination until the winners are announced.  The guidelines shall be as follows:

· Band leadership

· Involvement with schools in the area
· Promotion of music education throughout the music department

· Showing a greater appreciation for music

· Any other topics determined important to the selection of award recipients

CHANGE: Chapters will apply and be recommended by their Director of Bands for this award.  This award should recognize service specifically furthering music education at the university or in the community.  The chapter should submit an application, an essay outlining the activity, a letter from at least one of the beneficiaries, and a supplemental letter of support from the Director of Bands.   All activities must be a form of philanthropy or charity and may not have a charge or fee associated with the beneficiaries of the activity.
We felt that these adjustments will make the Director of Bands aware of the opportunity they have to recognize their Chapter, as well as give the Chapter a chance to show their Service to Kappa Kappa Psi as an Organization, as well as Music and the community.

As charged by the 2009 Spirit Committee we determined the award winners for the 2010 Spirit Stick, The Spirit of the Southwest Award, also known as “The Cup” and the Outstanding Service to Music Education Award.  The committee followed the criteria outlined in appendices 1-4 of the Kappa Kappa Psi Southwest District constitution.

The 2010 Spirit Stick Award Recipient is: Gamma Phi

The 2010 Spirit of the Southwest Award Recipient is: Theta Phi

The 2010 Outstanding Service to Music Award Recipient is: Theta Nu

The Committee would like to charge the following to the 2010 Spirit Committee with the following:
1. Review the 2010 Spirit Committee report

2. Review and decide the award recipient for the Spirit Stick

3. Review and decide the award recipient for the Spirit of the Southwest Award (The Cup)
4. Review the application process for the Outstanding Service to Music Education Award

5. Review the revised application process for the Outstanding Service to Music Education Award and make possible revisions if deemed necessary
 6. Charge the 2010-2011 SWD Council to make all Chapters and Directors of Bands aware of the Outstanding Service to Music Education Award, as well as the new application, and other possible awards that are unknown by many chapters.

F. History & Traditions Committee

The History and Traditions Committee were charged with the following:

1. Review the 2009 History and Traditions Report

2. Continue to Perform interviews of dignitaries to archive at National Headquarters

3. Define and Propose new formats in which media, pictures, and history information can be made more readily available to the district.
4. Consider a Revision of the questions used on the Chapter History form to include more information not yet obtained. 

5. Discuss ways to continue increasing History Form and Scrapbook Submissions.
On the subject of interviewing National Dignitaries, we came up with a series of questions that would interesting and enlightening to ask National council members, such as what are some challenges they’ve faced, what attracted them to the organization in the first place, among other topics. Due to time constraints and a lack of proper equipment, we were not able to interview any National Dignitaries at this convention, but that with proper notice of the charges, it would be achievable at the next convention. 

For Defining Formats for media sharing, we discussed the existing Facebook groups and pages, and decided that increased use of the fan page could be one possible solution to this problem. Also we discussed implementing some sort of uploadable photo gallery on the NewALTO or perhaps the creation of a district Photobucket account. Also we decided that any documents that are distributed by the council should, when applicable, be in .pdf format. 

As far as recording Chapter History in a more publicly accessible way, we discussed creating a district history Facebook page and using it as a miniature listserv to announce events and Rituals. We also discussed using the NewALTO blogs to the same end. 

For the History Forms, we went over the Chapter History forms as they read now and decided of all the questions which to include in Recent History, Archival History, and which to split and put on both forms. Also we decided to formally change the name of History Forms A and B to “Recent Chapter History Form” and “Archival Chapter History Form” with the Recent History form being submitted every year whereas the Archival Form will only be filled out every 5 years. We also added a few questions that were previously not on the Forms. 

For Increasing History Form and Scrapbook submissions, we touched on the fact that there are award programs in place to reward chapters for submitting these materials, but that those things are not as effective as we would like. We also decided that perhaps the most effective way to increase chapter involvement would be to have the District Council personally contact all the chapters in the district to alert them to these programs. 
Charges:

Charges to the 2010-2011 Members-at-Large:

· Change the Name of the Chapter History Forms to “Recent History Form” and “Archival History Form” to avoid confusion on the chapter end and make record keeping easier on the District Officer end. 

· Review suggested changes to the Chapter History form as Recommended by the 2010 History and Traditions Committee.
· Reach out to Chapters of the district by any and all means, not just via listserv, but via Facebook, Twitter, Email, Phone call, Text, or any means necessary to not only increase communication between chapters and the council, but also to Publicize district programs including Chapter History Form, Scrapbook, Convention, etc…..

· Seek out the charges for the 2011 History and Traditions committee at least 2 weeks before convention so that the proper preparations may be made to conduct interviews during allotted committee time during the 2011 SWD Convention. 
· Create a Photobucket or some manner of similar internet account for the Southwest District to enable easily accessible sharing of pictures and media via the internet.

Charges to the 2010-2011 Secretary/Treasurer

· Create a GoogleDocs account to make the district-wide sharing of contact information and district history easy and user-friendly

Charges to the 2010-2011 District Council

· Contact to Joint Chapter about submitting and presenting Joint Songs in order to propose the adoption of a District-wide Joint Song.

A Special thanks to all the chapters that served on our committee: Alpha, Alpha Psi, Beta Gamma, Beta Lambda, Epsilon Theta, Zeta Xi, Eta Xi; and to our committee advisor Chris Houghee.

G. Jurisdiction Committee

Committee Report of the 2010 Jurisdiction Committee

The 2010 Jurisdiction Committee was charged to do the following:

1. Review the 2009 Committee Report

2. Consider all changes to the constitution – both attached and as submitted by other committees

3. Revise Section 2.02 for possibility of electing two district Co-MALs at the same time

4. Revise Section 2.03 to include location in the National Constitution
5. Amend the constitution to reflect the changes to the areas of TEXAS

6. Revise all portions of the constitutions pertaining to awards to reflect current procedure

7. Consider standardizing deadlines for each district award and form.
8. Consider requiring candidates running for district office to include candidate goals and how they would go by meeting those goals as part of the required documents for the submitted packet to the nominations committee.

First, the Committee considered charge #1. However, the Committee was never presented with a 2009 Jurisdiction Committee Report, and was therefore unable to fulfill this charge.
At this point, the Committee considered a proposal submitted by the district council which concerned a contradiction within the constitution which required both the Spirit and Judging committees to review bids for the D.O. Wiley Award. To correct this error and reflect current policy, the following highlighted change to Section 3.11 was proposed:

3.11  The Spirit Committee shall examine the spirit of Brotherhood and participation at the   annual District Convention and shall publicly recognize the winning chapter at the closing banquet.  The Spirit Award shall be granted as per guidelines established in Appendix 3 of this constitution. The Spirit Committee will also determine the recipient of the following:
· The Spirit of the Southwest Award (“The Cup”) established in the Appendix 4 of this constitution.
· The D.O. Wiley Award as per guidelines established in Section 9.09 and Appendix 1 of this constitution. 
No member of a chapter eligible for awards granted by the Spirit Committee at District Convention shall serve on the Spirit Committee.
The Committee UNANIMOUSLY supported this change as written, and recommends that it be implemented
At this point, the Committee considered another proposal, submitted by Southwest District Governor Danny George, which concerned being more proactive and setting deadlines for Committee Charges to be published and for committee chairs to be selected 30 days before the start of District Convention. After discussing this with Governor George, the Committee discussed the following addition and revisions to the constitution:
Addition:

3.02:  No later than thirty (30) days prior to the opening separate session of convention, all committee chairs shall be selected and all committee charges shall be published and made known to the chairs
Revisions:

3.03: Committee Chairs and members shall receive any and all necessary paperwork from their respective District Officers at District Convention. This includes any and all changes in the committee charges that have been submitted to the District Council.
Renumbering the 2009 sections 3.02-3.13 to 3.03-3.14, respectively
The Committee UNANIMOUSLY passed all three changes, and recommends that all of them be implemented. It should be noted that section 3.11, as revised under the first proposal, will be renumbered 3.12 under this recommendation. It should also be noted that the revision noted as 3.03 above was the 2009 Section 3.02.
At this point, the Committee considered a proposal submitted by Publications Advisor Nick Smith which concerned changes to the New ALTO bidding process and realignment of responsibilities within the New ALTO. The main concern was that the required materials for the bid included a mockup of a website, when under new policy the design and maintenance of the website will be the responsibility of the SWD Webmaster. The Committee discussed the following addition and revisions to the constitution:
Addition:

8.02: A Southwest District Webmaster, appointed by the District Council, shall be charged with the design and maintenance of the New Alto website.
a) The Southwest District Webmaster shall be appointed by the District Council as necessary

Revisions

Renumbering 2009 Sections 8.02-8.07 to 8.03-8.08, respectively
8.07: Chapters interested in bidding for the New ALTO shall provide a packet to each committee member, chair, and advisor. The presentation bid should include the following:

a. Mock up examples of New ALTO in printed form
b. Detailed budget and operating costs
c. Letter of Intent from chapters

d. Letter of Support from Chapter Sponsor

e. Signed agreement from non-chapter persons who contribute (if applicable

f. List of proposed staff including, but not limited to, Publication Editor and Blog Administrator

The Committee UNANIMOUSLY passed these changes and recommends that they be implemented. It should be noted that Section 8.07 as revised above was the 2009 Section 8.06.

At this point, the Committee considered charge #8 and discussed the following highlighted change to ONLY THE FIRST SENTENCE of Section 2.04:

2.04
Each person seeking a District Office shall submit a candidacy packet that should include: letters of recommendation from their chapter and all sponsors, resume, and a list of goals for their intended office complete with ways they envision achieving said goals.  
The Committee UNANIMOUSLY passed this change and recommends that it be implemented. It should be noted that this change will only affect the first sentence of Section 2.04, and the rest of this section will remain intact.
At this point, the Committee considered charge #4, and read Section 2.03 as follows:

2.03 Qualifications for each office shall be as stated in section 5.3 of the National Constitution.
We found that the location stated in Section 2.03 (section 5.3) was, indeed, the section that stated qualifications for District Officers.  In order to clarify any misunderstanding of charge #4, the Committee charges the 2010-2011 District Council with the following highlighted charge:
Clarify 2010 Charge #4 so that the 2011 Jurisdiction Committee can make any necessary amendments
At this point, the Committee considered charge #6, and did not find any necessary revisions to the constitutional provisions regarding awards, but discussed the following changes in Appendices 1, 3, 4 and 5 for organizational purposes:
Move the National Service Showcase section of Appendix 1 to after the D.O. Wiley award criteria, in order to properly group district and national awards within Appendix 1
Merge Appendices 3 and 4 (Concerning Spirit Award Criteria and Spirit of the Southwest Criteria) into Appendix 1 as new sections named “Spirit Award” and “Spirit of the Southwest” respectively. These sections shall be placed after the D.O. Wiley Award Criteria in Appendix 1. All numbered sub-points in these sections shall be changed to lettered format, in order to keep consistency with the rest of Appendix 1
Renumber Appendix 5 to Appendix 3
These changes would organize Appendix 1 as follows, starting at where the “D.O. Wiley Award Criteria” appear in the 2009 Constitution:

· D.O. Wiley Award Criteria (As it appears in 2009 Appendix 1)

· Spirit Award (2009 Appendix 3, with lettered sub-points)

· Spirit of the Southwest (2009 Appendix 4, with lettered sub-points)
· National Service Showcase Award (As it appears in 2009 Appendix 1)

The Committee UNANIMOUSLY passed these changes, and recommends that they be implemented
At this Point, the Committee considered charge #3, and discussed the possibility of selecting two Co-MALs at the same time. The Committee decided against proposing a related amendment. Rather, the Committee charges the 2010-2011 District President with the following highlighted charge:
Specify the procedure by which Co-MALs shall be elected. This procedure should be completed and made known to the Southwest District by January 1. The President should initiate a district-wide conversation on this topic.
At this point, the Committee considered charge #7, and discussed the following addition and revision:


Addition:

5.02  All chapters shall submit the necessary forms and/or award applications to the respective District Officers no later than two (2) weeks prior to opening session of a regularly scheduled District Convention.
Revision:

Renumber 2009 Sections 5.02-5.12 to 5.03-5.13, respectively
The Committee UNANIMOUSLY passed these changes, and recommends that they be implemented.

At this point, the Committee discussed a proposal submitted by the Delta Chapter to standardize time allowed for presentations and question/answer sessions for Convention Bids, the New ALTO, and Elections for District Office. This proposal was meant to allow the people bidding for these to properly prepare for their presentations. After discussing this, it was determined that no amendment was necessary. However, the Committee charges the 2010-2011 District Council with the following highlighted charge:
Set a time limit for presentations and question and answer sessions for the following:

--Convention Site

--New ALTO bid

--Elections for District Office

The time limits shall be made known to the District no later than thirty (30) days prior to the convention.
At this point, the Committee discussed a proposal by Jennifer Larsen, Southwest District Secretary/Treasurer, to require host chapters to submit their JACME fees no later than 45 days after convention. The Committee discussed the following change to 2009 Section 5.11:
5.11
Host Chapters should add a $2.00 fee to the final registration fee as a collection for the Joint Action Committee on Music Education. All proceeds collected through this fee shall be submitted to the District Secretary/Treasurer no later than forty-five (45) days after the close of convention
The Committee UNANIMOUSLY passed this revision and recommends that it be implemented
At this point, the committee considered charge #5, and discussed the following revisions:

Remove the West Texas/New Mexico, South Texas, and North Texas area sections from 2009 Appendix 5
Revise the first paragraph of 2009 Appendix 5 in the following way:

The Southwest District will be divided into seven (7) areas.  They will be the North Texas Area, the East Texas Area, the South Texas Area, the West Texas/New Mexico Area, the Oklahoma Area, the Arkansas Area, and the Louisiana Area.
Add the following to Appendix 5:

The North Texas Area will consist of the following schools:

Each Southwest District Chapter fulfilling all of the six (6) criteria shall be eligible to apply for the D.O. Wiley Award at District Convention. 

a) submit the previous year’s chapter summary report by June 1st

b) submit the chapter personnel report by September 30th

c) Submit the fall activity report by December 1st

d) Clear all financial obligations with national headquarters by January one,

e) Submit a Southwest District Delegate Proxy Form no later than two weeks prior to District Convention
f) Must be in good standing with the fraternity
The Committee UNANIMOUSLY passed this revision and recommends that it be implemented

· Review the report of the 2010 Convention Site Committee 

· Review the guidelines for bidding/hosting district convention.  Have discussions with the committee advisors & chairs regarding other criteria they have experienced that may not be written in the guidelines.
· Establish criteria and questions for choosing the 2011.

· Review all bid packets from bidding chapters and schedule interviews/presentations with each one.  Each bidding university that meets the stated requirements will have a presentation and question/answer sessions during the 2nd Joint Session.

· Discuss the deliberation which university the committee feels is best suited to host the district convention.  Use the convention site worksheet to help make your recommendation.  If the Committee feels that no bid presentation meets the requirements, they may recommend that no chapter be selected and the district council would accept applications for the next convention host over the next 30 days.
· Continue to add convention bids to the library (at least one).

· Review bid guidelines and make changes as necessary

The committee used the following criteria to choose the slate for the 2011 SWD Convention:

· Location within the district, space for meetings, hotels, and the integrity of the chapter

· The date and a back up date as well

· Adequate housing, meeting, and banquet space

· Budget 

· Support from the sponsor

· Adequate parking

· Adequate size of the chapters to run SWD Convention successfully

For the presentation to the delegation, the time limit was as follows:
An individual 5 minute presentation from each bidding university followed by a 2 minute question and answer period.

After reviewing the packets, the Convention chairs from the University of Oklahoma and the University of Texas at Arlington gave an overview of their presentation to the Convention Site Committee.

All of the bids brought before the committee met the criteria needed for the SWD Convention bids.  Therefore, the Delta chapters of Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma at the University of Oklahoma gave a joint presentation followed by a joint presentation of the Delta Sigma chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi and the Gamma Nu chapter of Tau Beta Sigma at the University of Texas at Arlington.

The Convention Site Committee spent a great deal of time discussing the two bids.  The Committee would like to thank and congratulate both schools for being well-prepared.
