Appendix C
Standing Rules

1. All business sessions shall begin promptly at the place and hour specified on the convention agenda.

2. All reports shall be typed in triplicate, double-spaced, on standard sized paper (8-1/2” X 11”).

3. Members desiring the floor shall rise, clearly state their name and chapter.  Any Tau Beta Sigma member attending may speak to or discuss the question on the floor, but only delegates and proxies are entitled to vote on the motion.

4. Reports of committees, which would change the Constitution or affect the district budget, must be reported to the Jurisdiction & Finance Committee chair for review before presentation to the floor.

5. Motions amending the Constitution from the floor should be submitted in writing, signed by the mover and seconder.

6. No member shall speak more than twice during the same session to the same question and no longer than 3 minutes at one time without the permission of the delegation.  The question of granting permission shall be decided by a two-thirds vote without debate.

7. Suspension of any standing rule would require a two-thirds vote without debate.

Report of the Committee on Colonization & Membership
Dear Sisters and Brothers,

The Committee on Colonization and Membership met on April 21st, 2006 to discuss issues regarding membership, colonization, and alumni relations.  We began by reviewing the 2005 Colonization and Membership Committee report and discussed several continuing issues contained therein.


Issues discussed were as follows:

· Abuse of Conditional Status

· Discussion followed on the varying problems each chapter in the District incurs and possible ways to decrease this abuse.  

· Communication issues and confusion in the Colonization process

· Discussion followed on the confusion that often comes with Colonization and the possible ways to increase communication between colonies and installing chapters.

Next, we then began the task of answering the charges of the previous committee.  After discussions with the current SWD VPCM, the committee assessed the progress made by that position since the 2005 SWD Convention.  The worked completed by the VPCM was as follows:

· Helped install Epsilon Eta chapter at Tyler Junior College

· Took over work as district officer advising Paul Quinn College Colony

· Beta Delta chapter at Texas Christian University has taken this responsibility and is doing an amazing job advising this colony.

· Colony now has 7 candidates to become sisters.

· Colony has gone through first degree and begun fundraising, providing service to both the community and their band program, as well as begun their membership education program through the guidance provided by Beta Delta. 

· Worked to increase communication between District Officers and all chapters in the district so that all chapters are knowledgeable.

· Traveled to all chapters in home state of Arkansas and many more across the district.

· Worked with Theta Tau from McNeese State, to address needs that the chapters in Louisiana might have after Hurricane Katrina.

· Her Original Goals for the office were:

· Goal to get membership education information from chapters in the District

· Lack of interest or participation from chapters led to problems with compiling information from every chapter in the district.  

· 8 chapters responded with information.

· Goal to work on getting past colonies to re-colonize.

We then discussed the charge of developing projects we believe the new VPCM should complete that would benefit the SWD.  

Ideas were as follows:

· Expanding and tweaking of the membership education lesson on how colonization works, discussed in the 2005 SWD C&M Report, and incorporating that information into both an information booklet and checklist.

· Create a Colonization Information booklet discussing what TBS is, what TBS does, and how a prospective colony would go about contacting the National VPCM and HQ to get a copy of the Colonization Handbook and begin their process.  This booklet could increase interest in TBS and aide in creating a colony or re-organizing a colony

· Encourage advising chapters to create a checklist for Colonization that consolidates the National Colonization Handbook to be more point-specific. 

· Increase communication between chapters and district officers.

· Continue past VPCM’s work on the Membership Education for Dummies Project

· Increase communication with Colonies and chapters by calling the chapters to check in on progress.  Other ways include:

· Yahoo message board promotion
· Chat room days, times, mediums

· KKPsi/TBS National Listserv

· SWD Listserv

· Facebook groups
· Myspace

· Creation of a SWD Myspace page.

· Get the email addresses of the TBS District Officers out to EVERYONE in the district.

We also discussed the topic of assisting new colonies and newly formed chapters.  Ideas discussed were as follows:

· Creating an information check-list that new colonies can follow for quick-reference purposes.  This check-list should be created by the Colony’s advising chapter using the National Colonization Handbook.  

· Encourage advising chapters and district officers to provide other information to colonies, including:

· fundraising ideas 

· how/where to purchase ritual equipment

· how to get ritual books

· how to / cost to obtain an updated chapter roster

· Encourage advising chapters, district officers, National HQ, and other chapters across the SWD to increase the “Welcome and Congratulations Factor”

· Ways to make the newly installed chapters aware of the District Officer email addresses and contact information.

· Follow up with newly installed chapters bi-weekly for a 6-month to 1-year period.  Physical follow up should be done by the advising chapter and district officers with the occasional contact from the National HQ. 
Next, the Committee discussed and developed a list of ways that the SWD chapters can assist in recruiting new colonies.

· Utilization of Colonization Information Booklet

· Using football games and other athletics to visit schools that your chapter’s school plays that don’t have a TBS chapter and use the opportunity to show them how beneficial the organization can be to the band program. 

· Travel to schools that don’t have TBS and advertise there. 

We then discussed ways to encourage graduating seniors to become alumni within the NAA and SWDAA and to become life members.  

Ideas discussed included:

· Encouraging chapters to make packets for all graduating seniors and also send them out to Alumni

· Alumni Association Applications

· Life membership Applications and Information

· District Officer contact information

· Encourage the NAA, SWDAA, District Officers, and National HQ to get more information out to chapters about the Alumni Associations

· Benefits

· Costs

· What organization does

· What money is used for

· Get information about Life Membership out to chapters to share with their members

· One chapter gets alumni involved by giving an award of a life membership every two years to chapter alumni that stays involved with the chapter.    This helps alumni get more involved in the chapter because they want to be considered for the award.

· Encourage chapters to promote Alumni Associations in an Alumni Newsletter sent to all Alumni.

· Alumni mailing lists with information included about NAA, SWDAA, and Life Membership

Finally, the 2006 Committee on Colonization and Membership charges the next committee with the following topics:

· Review the report of the previous Committee on Colonization and Membership from the 2006 District Convention in Lubbock, TX.

· Check on the status and progress of the Vice President for Colonization and Membership

· Detail projects and activities that the next VPCM should complete

· Find a way to increase participation between chapters in the District and the newly installed chapters.

· Continue the work and discussion from the 2006 Committee on Colonization and Membership on how to advertise for and increase the number of Colonies throughout the Southwest District, specifically focusing on New Mexico.

· Discuss new methods of recruitment and retention

· Find new ways to assist colonies/ new Chapters

The committee also feels that it would be beneficial for both the VPCM and a representative (but not necessarily the delegate) from the newest Chapter within the district to be present for at least one committee meeting.

Report of the Joint Committee on Publications

The Joint Publications Committee met on April 21-22, 2006, to discuss issues pertaining to the New ALTO publication in both hard copies and online.

The 2006 Publications Committee was charged with the following:

1. Collect information from all schools bidding to publish the next year’s New ALTO.

2. Establish criteria and questions for reviewing bids.

3. Review all information from bidding chapters and schedule presentations.  Each bidding school will have four minutes for presentation and three minutes for question and answer during the second joint session.

4. Discuss and deliberate which university the committee feels is best suited to publish the New ALTO.  If the committee feels no school is qualified, they may recommend a “no-slate”.

5. Investigate the possibility of combining the responsibilities of the New ALTO and the District Website.

6. Review the efficiency in changes made to the New ALTO concerning online publishing and fewer paper prints.

7. Discuss possible changes in funding taking into consideration the introduction of online publishing.

The Committee discussed the feasibility of chapters serving as district website master.  The Committee decided that this was not the proper time for such a change.  This was due to the New ALTO currently only in its second year of online publication and the difficulty of changing hands on a yearly basis.

The Committee considered the option of online publishing and fewer paper copies.  This topic was discussed last year and with a success of the New ALTO being online, the committee felt it was in the best interest of the District to continue to utilize the technology available to continue to foster communication.  Since hard copies will not be utilized much on a wide basis, the committee approved changing the budget allotment from $300.00 per year to $150.00 per year.

The Committee also discussed the process of placing a bid to be editor of the New ALTO.  The Committee agreed that a proper bid would consist of the following:  A hard copy to accompany any presentation, a letter of intent, a letter of support from the chapter sponsor, a signed intent to help form any non-chapter members (if applicable), and a budget with detailed expenses.  All this must be submitted by the close of the first day of convention.  The Committee agreed to draft an amendment to change the constitution as stated above.  This draft was forwarded to the Jurisdiction Committee.

Lastly, the Committee reviewed the New ALTO bid proposals which had been submitted for 2006-2007.  The joint chapters of Alpha Psi () and Xi () along with the joint chapters of Theta Phi () and Theta Theta () presented their bids.  The Committee feels that both schools are qualified.  Both schools were given ten minutes to present their bid and five minutes for question and answers.  After discussion, the Committee feels that the joint chapters of Alpha Psi and Xi should become the new editors of the 2006-2007 New ALTO.

We charge the 2007 Publication Committee with the following:

1. Collect information from all schools bidding to publish the next year’s New ALTO.

2. Establish criteria and questions for reviewing bids.

3. Review all information from bidding chapters and schedule presentations.  Each bidding school will have a set time for presentation question and answer during the second joint session.

4. Discuss and deliberate which university the committee feels is best suited to publish the New ALTO.  If the committee feels no school is qualified, they may recommend a “no-slate”.

Report of the Joint Committee on Convention Site

Convention Site Joint Committee Report

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

The 2006 Convention Site Committee was charged with the following:

1. To review the 2005 Convention Site Committee Report

2. Start a library of old district convention bids for chapters to use as a guideline to constructing a bid for the Southwest District Convention. 

3. Have the 2006 host chapters submit a convention budget proposal on the prescribed district convention form available online at the national web-page. 

4. have all chapters fill out the same budget form and include it in their bid proposal, packets, and presentation to the district. 

5. encourage chapters to come together and prepare joint convention bide, this process would allow chapters in smaller towns—or chapters with smaller numbers of members—the ability to host district representatives in a nearby larger city (ie: Texas State and Texas Lutheran to work together for a convention in San Antonio).

The committee first reviewed the packet for 10 minutes then used the following guidelines for making its recommendation, placing emphasis on the bold items:

1. Chapter Strength

2. Chapter History

3. Financial Stability

4. Prior Chapter and University approval
5. Available facilities

6. Convention experience 
7. Projected costs – a detailed, balanced budget must be submitted

8. Convenience and facility locations

9. Distance from all chapters in the District

After reviewing the packet the Convention chairs from Oklahoma State University gave an overview of their presentation to the Convention Site Committee.

For the presentation to the delegation the time limit was as follows:

An individual 10-minute presentation followed by a 10 minute open forum question and answer to the bidding university.

All of the bids brought before the committee met the criteria needed for the SWD Convention bids. Therefore, the Alpha chapters at Oklahoma State University presented their bid to the delegation on April 22, 2006. The Convention Site Committee spent a great amount of time in consideration on this bid. This bid met all of the requirements for the 2007 Southwest District Convention. We as the delegation recommend the Alpha chapters of Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma as long as the following requirements are met:

1. You must choose an airport, either Tulsa or Oklahoma city, for which transportation will be provided to and from for the Brothers and Sisters that will be flying. 

2. You must rethink your theme so that it incorporates music which is such a big part of our organizations. 

3. You must give a more detailed budget and allow for the following:

· Office supplies

· Postage

· Glassware

· Placards

· Transportation

· Buffer (15%)

· Decorations

· Donations (conformation)

· Banquet fees

4. Provide a solid contingency plan that allows for weather and other emergencies.

5. You will change the location of registration to an on campus location. 

6. You will provide an updated list of what hotels and how many rooms will be provided. 

If these requirements are not met by June 15, 2006 the floor will be opened for new bids and they will be due no later than June 30, 2006. 

The 2006 Convention Site Committee charges the 2007 Convention Site Committee to:

1.
Continue to build up a library of old district convention bids for chapters to use as a guideline to constructing a bid for the Southwest District Convention.
