Southwest District Awards Checklist

Although the applications for awards are not due until Opening Session of Southwest District Convention it is STRONGLY encouraged to send in these applications early by March 18, 2011.

Minimum Eligibility Requirements: 

· 1 Chapter Officer in attendance at Chapter Leadership Conference (CLC)

· 1 Chapter Member in attendance at Southwest District Day 

· 1 Chapter Member in attendance at 1 Area Workshop

· 1 Chapter Member in attendance at National Convention (only during Convention years)

· Nation Paperwork turned in on time or early (including Chapter Summary Report, Fall Activity Report, Chapter Personnel Report, National Convention Delegate and Proxy Forms if during Convention year)

· District Paperwork turned in on time or early (including Chapter Membership Education Plan (MEP), District Convention Delegate and Proxy Forms, District Convention Summary Form, and any Award Application)

Additional Consideration will be given to chapters who:

· Send both the Chapter President and Chapter Membership Educator to Chapter Leadership Conference (CLC)

· Send additional officers to Chapter Leadership Conference (CLC)

· Send additional members to District Day

· Send additional members to any Area Workshop

· Send members to multiple Area Workshops

· Send additional members to National Convention (only during Convention years)

· Submit at least one article to the “New ALTO”

· Submit at least one article to “The Podium”

· Have at least one member participate in all District and National Chats

· Visit rituals and/or activities at other chapters

· Actively communicate with and plan at least one activity with their “Chapter Buddy”

· Submit a copy of the chapter’s most recent Chapter Constitution to the Southwest District Counselor and Southwest District President

Awards Applications Content will be evaluated based on:

· Band Service: diversity and frequency of projects, number of projects, execution and description of projects

· Community Service/Involvement: presence and/or frequency of projects serving the local musical community, presence and/or frequency of projects serving the non musical community, evidence of a consorted effort by the chapter and chapter member to give back to the community their school is located in

· Campus Involvement: participation in University events hosted by the school, participation in University events hosted by other campus organizations, participation in service activities hosted through the school and other campus organizations

· Fundraising: diversity and frequency of fundraising projects, amount of financial gain derived from fundraising projects, use by the chapter of financial gain generated by fundraising projects

· Social Activities: diversity and frequency of social/sisterhood activities and projects, diversity and frequency of joint brotherhood and sisterhood social activities with Kappa Kappa Psi brother chapter, diversity and frequency of social activities with other musical organizations, diversity and frequency of social activities hosted by the chapter for the Band 

· Membership Education: effectiveness and originality of recruitment activities, informationals, and program; content of Membership Education Program; activities included in Membership Education Program; number of New Members brought into the chapter during the academic year (in relation to the size of the band program and past membership classes of the chapter); description of joint activities and projects with Kappa Kappa Psi during the education period; Post Initiate Member Education plan and program

· Joint Unity: number of Joint meetings conducted during the year with Kappa Kappa Psi brother chapter; number of joint service activities conducted together; number of social activities conducted together; number of joint projects and social activities during and/or as part of the membership education process

· District Involvement: attendance at Chapter Leadership Conference, attendance at Southwest District Day; attendance at Area Workshops; attendance at Southwest District Convention; attendance at Southwest District Chats; submission of an article to the New ALTO; attendance at rituals and/or activities of another chapter; communication with chapter buddy; participation in an activity with chapter buddy; participation in District projects 

· National Involvement: attendance at National Convention (if during a Convention year); attendance at any colony installations; attendance at National Chats; submission of an article to The Podium; participation in any National Projects

· Chapter Purpose, Mission, and Philosophy: well-written and thought out descriptions of the chapter’s personal purpose, mission, and philosophy as it relates to the service of their band program, their dedication to sisterhood on the local, district, and national levels, and the personification within their chapter of the five qualities, eight essential factors, national mission, and purpose of Tau Beta Sigma National Honorary Band Sorority

· References: at minimum from Chapter Sponsor and Director of Bands

Applications will further be assessed on presentation:

· Well written, thorough, and proof-read (free of all grammatical errors, spelling errors, and typos)

· Typed, NOT hand written

· Aesthetically and visually appealing (well-designed, well-edited, inclusion of pictorial documentation where applicable, ect…)

· Bound or clipped and professional looking
