Appendix B

Standing Rules
All business sessions shall begin promptly at the place and hour specified on the convention agenda.
All reports shall be typed, double-spaced, on standard sized paper (8-1/2” X 11”).
Members desiring the floor shall rise, clearly state their name and chapter.  Any Tau Beta Sigma member attending may speak to or discuss the question on the floor, but only delegates and proxies are entitled to vote on the motion.
Reports of committees, which would change the Constitution or affect the district budget, must be reported to the Jurisdiction & Finance Committee chair for review before presentation to the floor.
Motions amending the Constitution from the floor should be submitted in writing, signed by the mover and seconder.
No member shall speak more than twice during the same session to the same question and no longer than 3 minutes at one time without the permission of the delegation.  The question of granting permission shall be decided by a two-thirds vote without debate.
Suspension of any standing rule would require a two-thirds vote without debate.

Rationale:
The letter of intent, resumes, platforms, chapter recommendation letter, and sponsor recommendation letter are all current things being done. The addition of the recommendation letter from the professor is to show the candidate’s character and performance outside of TBS. 

*2.07 	The District Vice-President of Membership will, in the absence of the President, preside at all meetings of the District.  She/He will be designated as set forth by the Membership Committee. She/He should assist the District President and District Counselor(s) in any way possible.  She/He will advise on the committee on Membership during District Convention.

Rationale:
Eliminate because it doesn’t make sense. 

*2.16 number 2.  Actives interested in applying for the vacant position will notify the District Counselor(s) within one week of the chapter notification.  The applicant will submit a résumé, a letter of support from their chapter, and a letter of support from their sponsor.

Proposed:
3.05 	 The Committee on Convention Site will review the qualifications of chapters bidding to host the next convention, based on established criteria, and present its recommendations to the delegation.. In the absence of a decision by the end of convention, a site will be chosen by the District Counselor(s) and Governor(s).  The date of the convention will be determined by the host chapter, with the approval of the majority of the Southwest District chapters.

Rationale:
The date of convention is a factor in most decisions. The decision is made by the district not the individual council.

*ADD 6.03	Additional funds shall be derived from a $2.00 fee per convention registrant, to be built in to the convention registration fee and collected by the host chapters. These funds are to be used for projects overseen by the Joint Action Committee on Music Education.
Rationale: This is current practice.

What the 2010 committee discussed
We discussed the helpfulness of the handout created by Nicole Burdick called “Paperwork and Communicating with National Headquarters.”  We discussed how helpful it would be to mass circulate this document to chapters throughout the district.
We discussed the importance of mass communication on the district level.  We talked about the different avenues of communication such as the Southwest District Yahoo! Group listserv, the joint Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma Southwest District Facebook group, the separate Tau Beta Sigma Southwest District Facebook group, and district Twitter accounts.
We discussed and compiled a list of various chapter officer positions and their duties meant to circulate through active chapters for them get ideas for their own chapter and to give to colonies to help set up their leadership.
We discussed ways to get active members to attend district and national events including sharing stories of convention experiences, monetary incentives, and publicizing tangible and non-tangible benefits of attending.
We evaluated the function and effectiveness of the Chapter Buddy system and determined that it has great potential to improve chapters and should be continued and evaluated again in the future.
We discussed the creation of a Continuing Education committee that would function on a district level and made up of active members throughout the district.  Members would apply to be placed on this committee.  The committee’s function would be to create a Continuing Education curriculum and lessons for the document in the Guide To Membership Education titled “What Every Member Should Know.”
We discussed changing the format of Chapter Leadership Conference from the style it is currently to an intensive leadership and chapter officer training workshop.
We discussed diversifying the presentation of anti-hazing workshops at area workshops to prevent redundancy.


Charges from the 2010 committee:
CHARGE the Vice President of Membership to circulate and keep to date the handout “Paperwork and Communicating with National Headquarters” to every chapter and as many members as possible.
CHARGE the Vice President of Membership to compile and distribute personal stories to hype up conventions via email and district publication.  
CHARGE the district council with talking to chapters at area workshops to get them to go to national convention.
CHARGE Convention hosts to promote the gifts included with registration fee. (shirt, glassware, meals)
CHARGE the Vice President of Membership to compile a list of tangible and non-tangible things chapter members get from going to convention.
CHARGE the Vice President of Membership with formatting buddy system as far as how to pair up chapters.  Also charge this officer with realigning this list every biennium in line with National Convention.
CHARGE VPM with creating a Continuing Education committee to create “What Every Member Should Know” lessons and Continuing Education Plan.
CHARGE the VPM with changing format of CLC to intense officer and leadership training.
CHARGE the VPM to diversify how we present anti-hazing workshop at area workshops.
CHARGE the Active Membership with getting on the Southwest District Listserv and Joint and Separate Facebook Groups.
CHARGE the district Vice President of Special Projects with creating a Delegate Distance Award which recognizes the delegate who travelled the farthest as the only active in their chapter in attendance.
CHARGE the Vice President of Membership with creating the Chapter Buddy award that would recognize a chapter buddy pair with outstanding use of the chapter buddy system.  The Committee for Colonization and Membership would determine the recipient of this award.

Report of the District President

Greetings Sisters and Brothers of the Southwest District,

REPORT OF THE NOMINATIONS COMMITTE

The nominations committee met April 9-10 to discuss and nominate a slate of officers for the 2010- 2011 year. The committee was charged with the following:
Collect all materials from all candidates running for district council.
Schedule interviews with each district council candidate.
Review the report of the 2009 Nominations Committee.
Review the standard questions asked of district council candidates, and add or remove questions as you see fit.
Review the materials of each candidate. Verify that each candidate packet contains required items, in accordance with the district constitution. 
Interview each qualified candidate by asking him/her pertinent questions to the office he/she is running for.
Discuss who the committee feels is the best-qualified for each office. Submit a slate for each office, in addition to the Nominations Committee report.
The committee reviewed the charges and discussed the qualifications for being eligible for running for district officer. The committee then reviewed all the candidate materials and created a list of questions to be asked of the candidates. The questions were as follows:
How can you help the district and the council with the required duties of your respective office?
What is your experience with National Conventions?
How would you benefit the council by being in this office?
How would it benefit you to be a part of the District Convention?
Do you have any concerns that being on Council may take away from your academics?
Rate your time management skills on a scale of 1-10, (ten being the best). Please explain your rating.
What is your current status as a member of Tau Beta Sigma?
Where are you in your academic plan? When will you graduate? If you are graduating during this term will you get your life membership?
What involvement will you have with band in the fall?
Being a district officer requires that you fund several of your commitments up front, with an opportunity for reimbursement within thirty days. What is your plan to finance your term in office?
If the Nominations Committee felt you were more suitable for another officer position, would you be willing to accept an alternate office? If so, what are your preferences? If not, explain.
It was determined that all officer candidates met the qualifications for running for district council.

REPORT OF THE JOINT COMMITTEE OF PULICATIONS 

The Joint Publications Committee met on April 9-10, 2010 to discuss the New ALTO and the bids presented for hosting the publication for 2009-2010.

The 2010 Joint Publications Committee was charged with the following:

Collect information from all schools bidding to publish the next year’s New ALTO.
Establish criteria and questions for reviewing bids
Review all information from bidding chapters and schedule presentations.
Discuss and deliberate which university the committee feels is best suited to publish the New ALTO. If the committee feels no school is qualified, they may recommend a “no slate.”
Review the constitution of both organizations to see if any changes will help the publishing chapters in the future.

Since no bids for the New ALTO were issued before Friday at midnight, we discussed the problem of a lack of interest in the publication and ways to remedy that after creating a  “Plan B” in case no bids were submitted.

We reviewed the by-laws regarding the New ALTO.

We suspended the sponsor approval requirement for bids for the New ALTO.

We received a bid for the New ALTO on Saturday and asked them to present on Sunday during closing joint session. 

After receiving the bid, we decided to keep the old system of chapters bidding for the New ALTO, but we charged future committees and district officers with making potential major adjustments. We brainstormed ideas to make hosting the New ALTO easier as well as ways to bolster interest in the publication for future hosting of the New ALTO.

The committee has charged the host chapters for 2010-2011 host chapters with the following:
Consider creating publications committees within their chapters and to not place all responsibilities in the hands of a single member. 
Consider trying a subscription system that would allow chapters to receive printed copies if they wanted them and were willing to pay for them.
Create honors within the New ALTO such as being awarded the “Featured Author” in the printable version.
Consider emailing all presidents of both organizations in the Southwest District a link to the printable version of the New ALTO for every new edition.
Consider advertise hosting the New ALTO within the publication itself. 
Consider serving as a mentor for whoever is in charge of the New ALTO for the following year.

The committee has charged the Kappa Kappa Psi Member-at-Large and the Tau Beta Sigma Vice President of Special Projects with the following:
Consider the creation of a District Publications Committee with members from across the Southwest District elected to be in charge of the New ALTO.

The Committee has charged the 2011 Joint Publications Committee with the following:

Discuss future plans for who will be in charge of the New ALTO
Review and consider the idea of making the New ALTO a district responsibility, either under the Kappa Kappa Psi Member-at-Large and the Tau Beta Sigma Vice President of Special Projects or under an elected District Publications Committee
Consider the creation of a District Publications Committee
If the committee chooses to keep the old system of chapters putting forth bids, then the committee should collect information from all schools bidding to publish the next year’s New ALTO.
Review all information from bidding chapters and schedule presentations.
Discuss and deliberate which university the committee feels is best suited to publish the New ALTO. If the committee feels no school is qualified, they may recommend a “no slate.” 
Review the constitution of both organizations to see if any changes will help the publishing chapters in the future.

Location within the district, space for meetings, hotels, and the integrity of the chapter
The date and back up date as well
Adequate housing, meeting and banquet space
Budget
Support from the sponsor
Adequate parking
Adequate size of the chapters to run SWD Convention successfully
For the presentation to the delegation the time limit was as follows:      				          An individual 5 minute presentation from each bidding university followed by a 2 minute question and answer period.
After reviewing the packets, the Convention chairs from the University of Oklahoma and the University of Texas at Arlington gave an overview of their presentation to the Convention Site Committee. 
All of the bids brought before the committee met the criteria needed for the SWD Convention bids. Therefore, the Delta chapters of Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma at the University of Oklahoma gave a joint presentation followed by a joint presentation of the Delta Sigma chapter of Kappa Kappa Psi and the Gamma Nu chapter of Tau Beta Sigma at the University of Texas at Arlington.
The Convention Site Committee spent a great deal of time discussing the two bids. The Committee would like to thank and congratulate both schools for being well-prepared. The Convention Site Committee recommends the Delta chapters at the University of Oklahoma as slate for the 2011 SWD Convention.
